Victoria Street is Getting Some Love
 

Victoria Street, our pedestrianised high street, will soon be filled with plants in the

crow's nest on the ship mast street lights, and planters will be added to the other

street lights.

 

Thanks to various funding sources, we’re set to see significant improvements over

the next 12 months.

 

New street furniture will be added, and we are encouraging local businesses to get

involved in this project.

 

Additionally, new festoon lighting is being considered for Victoria Street, which will

brighten up the high street significantly.

 

The North East Lincolnshire Street Cleaning teams are out every morning at 6am

doing a great job.

 

We do have problem with bird mess at the moment and the 2025 Group and Paul

Caswell the Town Centre Manager are looking at possible solutions for this

particular issue. 

 

Success Stories and Ongoing Projects
 

The Riverhead Square is nearly completed. I watched the North East Lincolnshire

Council team planting some lovely flowers and green plants yesterday; the walled

borders look great.

 

The exterior of the old House of Fraser building is also being transformed. Some

windows now display images of local Grimbarians. The remaining broken windows

will soon be replaced, and more images will be added, further enhancing the area’s

appeal.

 

Clarks is back in Freshney Place, and we are thrilled to see it return. Perfect timing

for parents looking for school shoes for their little ones.

 

Addressing Safety and Inclusivity
 

To create a safe and welcoming night-time environment, Grimsby is addressing

issues like anti-social behaviour, homelessness, and excessive drinking.

 

Enhanced CCTV and a dedicated control centre ensure that activities are

monitored, and quick responses can be made to any incidents.

 

Safer Street Ambassadors patrol the streets from Wednesday to Saturday evenings,

offering assistance and ensuring safety for all community members.

 

The introduction of a tannoy system to encourage people on bikes not to ride

through the town centre is now up and running.

 

Yesterday, I saw five people dismount and walk through Victoria Street rather than

ride.

 

Although some still rode through despite enforcement officers being present, it’s

progress. Steps are being taken, and things are looking hopeful.

We've got a hidden gem right in our town centre! I recently visited John Mackenzie

at the Grimsby Bowling & West End Club to explore how the 2025 Group can

support this fantastic community facility.

Changing Freshney Place into a mixed retail and leisure space with parkway

cinemas to provide a 5-screen cinema, additional leisure activities, retail

space, a new market hall, and food/beverage options.

Creation of a new, green, public space at Riverhead Square, which has

already been started and soon to be finished.

Improving cycle/pedestrian routes in the town centre.

A new housing complex, providing high quality, energy efficient, town centre

St James House which will become a business hub, and is being brought to
