Health and Wellbeing
The town centre and high street needs to become a place where we connect,

support local businesses and residents, and even access essential health services. 

 

Projects like Grimsby’s NHS Community Diagnostic Centre, the CARE
Community Hub, and Horizon Youth Zone opening in October 2025 are redefining

what our town centre can offer. 

 

They’re bringing vital health and wellbeing resources right to the heart of our

town centre, ensuring that it serves not just as a place of commerce but as a space

that nurtures health and well-being for all age groups.

Green Spaces
We’re seeing more green spaces emerge in the town centre, creating areas where

people can gather, relax, and enjoy the outdoors.

 

These additions reflect how the town centre is evolving into a welcoming space,

inviting people to meet, chat, and unwind amidst colourful flowers and greenery.
 

Victoria Street has recently become much greener, with the large green ground-

standing planters filled with plants and flowers, hanging baskets on streetlights, and

the crow’s nest displays full of green foliage.
 

Riverhead Square has also transformed into a relaxing green space—perfect for

meeting friends, enjoying lunch, or simply taking a break. This area will also

serve as a venue for various community events.

 

Positive Steps Towards a Safer Town Centre
 

Grimsby Town Centre has seen enhanced efforts to tackle crime and anti-social

behaviour, making our town centre safer for businesses and our residents who are

using the town centre.

 

The latest Operation Mastery enforcement operation saw one individual arrested
on suspicion of a serious crime, alongside the issuance of seven Fixed Penalty

Notices (FPNs) for breaching Public Space Protection Orders (PSPOs).

 

This joint town centre initiative involves Humberside Police, North East Lincolnshire

Council’s ASB team, Environmental Enforcement (WISE), Equans Civil Enforcement

Officers, CCTV, Stagecoach, and addiction charity We Are With You. The 2025
Group also supports these days. 

 

During the operation, teams actively patrolled, using resources like the town’s

Tannoy system to deter anti-social behaviour while offering support to those in need.

 

Now in its eighth iteration, Operation Mastery is fostering a safer, more welcoming

atmosphere in Grimsby’s town centre.

 

The days of action are a fantastic way to ensure Grimsby remains a great place to

live, work, and visit. 

 

The town centre now benefits from increased enforcement activity, with officers

dedicating more time to managing issues like cycling through pedestrianised areas

on Victoria Street and littering.

 

As the darker evenings set in, the safer street ambassadors will also be on hand

to support those using the town centre from Thursday to Saturday evenings, offering

escorts to buses and taxis and other support when needed.

 

The town centres journey is ongoing, and together, we can continue shaping it to

meet the needs of everyone who calls this town home.

Here’s what’s in store for Grimsby:
 

- Transport Hub – A new transport hub is set to improve connectivity in the town

centre.

- Keepmoat Housing Development – High-quality, energy-efficient homes near the

Horizon Youth Zone will provide more town-centre living options.

- Freshney Place Leisure Scheme  – A mixed-use space featuring Parkway

Cinema’s new 5-screen theatre, leisure activities, retail spaces, a modern market

hall, and new food and drink options.

- Riverhead Square Green Space – A welcoming, nearly completed green space at

Riverhead Square for everyone to enjoy.

- NHS Diagnostic Centre – Bringing advanced health services to our community.

- Horizon Youth Zone – A state-of-the-art youth facility for young people in

Grimsby.

- Projekt Renewable – An innovative learning and leisure space featuring container

installations.

- St James House – Set to become a business hub, led by the E-Factor Group.

- CARE Community Hub – Located in the former Royal Bank of Scotland building,

this hub will provide essential community services.

- Victoria Street Makeover – A fresh, well-deserved facelift for this important street.

- Our Big Picture – A significant renovation is coming to Bethlehem Street’s cultural

space.

This month, we’re celebrating Eden Mobility as our town centre community heroes. 

 

Located on Victoria Street, Eden Mobility offers a wide range of products and

services, including mobility scooters, stairlifts, rise-and-recline chairs, bathroom

adaptations, and everyday living aids.

 

Eden Mobility’s Store Manager, Jamie Dawson, has been nominated as a town

centre hero for the outstanding community support he provides. 

 

For over 10 years, Eden Mobility has hosted a weekly coffee morning, bringing

together around 14 customers every Wednesday in their store.

 

One regular attendee, Malcolm, has been coming for a decade. Living alone, he

values the friendship and sense of community these gatherings provide. "The
people here have become friends," he shared. 

 

Longtime attendees like Malcolm, Sandra, Ken, Margaret, and Pam have formed

lasting connections, making the coffee mornings a true community staple.

 

If a regular attendee is absent, Jamie makes a point to call and check in on them,

demonstrating genuine care for his customers. 

 

Themed events are also held, with the next coffee morning dedicated to supporting

the Royal British Legion. Last year, they raised £112 for the cause.

 

These coffee mornings are open to everyone—even those who aren’t current

customers. 

 

Jamie’s efforts at Eden Mobility are a reminder that the high street is more than a

place for shopping; it’s a community space where people can come together and

combat loneliness and build lasting friendships.
