Victoria Street - Change is Happening!

 Colour Comes to Victoria Street!
 

We heard your feedback! You told us that Victoria Street felt grey, a bit lifeless, and

that you didn’t always feel safe. Well, we listened, and we’re excited to share some

bright news!

 

In partnership with North East Lincolnshire Council and through the Green Spaces

Fund, we’ve brought some much-needed colour to liven up Victoria Street and give

us all a brighter experience when visiting the town centre.

Let’s Talk Colour 
First up – those old faded banners on the lampposts? They’ve been replaced with

fresh new ones featuring the 2025 Group logo and the Love Grimsby brand. The

vibrant colours were chosen to make sure they stand out and bring a bit of life to the

street.

 

We’ve also filled the large green planters filled with colourful flowers. Picture greens,

reds, yellows, and purples, all brought to you by the award-winning Grimsby in

Bloom team, who recently bagged a silver medal! 

 

You might have noticed a few of the trees in the larger planters looking a little tired –

but don’t worry! Grimsby in Bloom assures us that with a little TLC, these trees will

bounce back to life soon. All is not lost – good news for the greenery!

What’s Coming Next?
In early October, even more planting will take place. If you’ve spotted the crows’

nests on the lampposts, those will soon be filled with green plants and flowers. Plus,

extra planters will be added to the lampposts themselves, bringing even more bursts

of colour to Victoria Street. 

 

All the planting will be maintained by Grimsby in Bloom, with seasonal changes so

there’ll always be something fresh to enjoy as the seasons shift.

 

And we’re not stopping there! Soon, new festoon lighting will be installed along

Victoria Street and the side streets. These colourful lights will bring not just

brightness but also help improve visibility and safety. Well-lit areas are proven to

reduce crime and anti-social behaviour, creating a safer, more welcoming

environment for everyone.

 

On the Topic of Safety…
We’ve made significant strides to address safety concerns on Victoria Street.

Thanks to the introduction of Public Space Protection Orders (PSPOs), we’ve seen

real improvements in reducing anti-social behaviour (ASB) in the town centre.

 

From my daily visits, I can genuinely feel a difference – the atmosphere is much

more relaxed, and people seem to feel safer, especially during busy shopping hours

and in the evenings.

 

Local businesses have also noticed the change. Many staff members, especially

those working late, have commented on how reassured they feel with the regular

presence of Safer Street Ambassadors and police officers.

 

These measures, along with action days, have helped create a greater sense of

security, making Victoria Street a safer place for all.

In the last few weeks we have heard more great news regarding large regeneration

projects coming to our town. 

 

They have been added to our list below:

 

Several exciting projects are set to materialise between now and into 2026.
 

A Transport Hub in 2025 coming to our town centre.

A new housing complex, from Keepmoat providing high quality, energy

efficient, town centre housing next to Horizon Youth Zone.

Changing Freshney Place into a mixed retail and leisure space with parkway

cinemas to provide a 5-screen cinema, additional leisure activities, retail

space, a new market hall, and food/beverage options.

Creation of a new, green, public space at Riverhead Square, which is nearly

completed. 

NHS Diagnostic Centre.

Horizon Youth Zone 

Grimsby Projekt Renewable (a learning/leisure container installation)

St James House which will become a business hub, and is being brought to

you by the E-Factor Group 

An Organisation called "Care" will be taking over the Royal Bank of Scotland

 building this building will become the Care Community Hub.

Lots more town centre family friendly events.

Victoria Street is getting a well deserved makeover.
