Victoria Street - Change is Happening!

Exciting changes are on the horizon for Victoria Street! 
 

We’re thrilled to announce that the broken House of Fraser windows have been

replaced, and new Grimbarian vinyls have been added, giving the street a fresh and

vibrant look.

 

These visual updates are just the beginning of our efforts to make Victoria Street

more inviting and lively for everyone.

 

The 2025 Group is also exploring new ways to enhance the appearance of

unoccupied shops. We’re in discussions with landlords about installing shop jackets

and adding attractive vinyls to brighten up the empty spaces.

These changes aim to create a more welcoming environment and showcase the

potential of these properties.

 

And that’s not all! 

 

Victoria Street, will soon be blooming with new life. Plants will be added to the

crow’s nests on the ship mast street lights, and additional planters will be placed on

upright street lights. 

 

This greening project, managed by Grimsby in Bloom, is set to be completed in

September. They’ll be responsible for all the planting, watering, and ongoing

maintenance, ensuring the street remains colourful and inviting year-round.

 

There are also plans to enhance the charm of our street cafes and food venues with

beautiful planters that will create attractive borders around outdoor seating areas. 

And to make the high street even more vibrant, new festoon lighting will be installed.

 

These lights, available in both coloured and plain options, will bring a much wanted

glow to Victoria Street, and can be adjusted to suit different occasions.

While we celebrate these improvements, we also want to remind everyone to keep

our streets clean. 

 

The North East Lincolnshire Street Cleaning teams work hard every morning from 6

am to ensure our town looks its best.

 

Let’s all do our part by disposing of rubbish properly, keeping Victoria Street tidy for

everyone to enjoy.

 

We’re aware of the bird mess issue currently affecting the area, and the 2025

Group, alongside Town Centre Manager Paul Caswell, is actively seeking solutions

to address this.

 

Thanks to various funding sources, we’re on track to see even more fantastic

improvements over the next 12 months.

Addressing Safety and Inclusivity

Enhanced CCTV and a dedicated control centre ensure that activities are

monitored, and quick responses can be made to any incidents.

 

Safer Street Ambassadors patrol the streets from Wednesday to Saturday evenings,

offering assistance and ensuring safety for all community members.

 

The introduction of a tannoy system to encourage people on bikes not to ride

through the town centre is now up and running.

 

You will soon see more enforcement officers on Victoria Street working with our local

town centre police officers and police community support officers.
